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Abstract : The purpose of this study was to investigate the good death awareness, spiritual
well-being, and elderly nursing performance of geriatric hospital nursing providers, and the factors
affecting the elderly nursing performance. The subjects were collected from 176 nursing providers in 5
Geriatric hospitals located in D, S, and C provinces. Collected data were analyzed by means, standard
deviation, t—test, ANOVA, pearson correlation, and multiple regression analysis using spss 22.0. The
result showed that good death awareness was 3.15 out of 4 points, spiritual well-being was 4.11 out
of 6 points, and 4.15 out of 5 points for elderly nursing performance. There was a positive correlation
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between the elderly care performance and good death awareness (r=.19, p=.011) and spiritual

well-being (r=.23, p=.002). The factors affecting the performance of elderly nursing were good death
perception($=.18, p=.015) and spiritual well-being(5=.18, p=.013). Based on the results of this
study, it is necessary to develop an intervention program that considers good death and spiritual

well-being in order to improve the elderly nursing care performance of geriatric hospital Nursing

providers.
